You’re expected to take all reasonable actions to keep workers
healthy and safe on the job.

You need to:

e Make sure workers are properly trained to do the work, or
supervised by someone with the proper training and experience.

e Communicate with workers about the hazards related to their work,
and advise them how to work safe in spite of those hazards.

e Report work-related serious injuries or illnesses to the
Occupational Health and Safety Contact Centre and potential
serious incidents (PSI) to the PSI online reporting service
(alberta.ca/report-potentially-serious-incidents.aspx).

e Co-operate with OHS officers during an investigation.
